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Foundation Investment Returns Top 10%
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Although many are concerned about the economy, all is not gloom and doom.  The Putnam County Community Foundation’s investment returns place the Foundation in the top 25% of all balanced funds for the year, and in the top 10% since January 2003.   Since inception in 1985, the Community Foundation’s returns average nearly 9% annually, and its investment program has brought more than $9 million dollars into our community!  Rest assured, the Community Foundation’s investment program is strong and has weathered many storms over the years, including the longest recession since the Great Depression.    
At the close of 2007, the Community Foundation had more than $20 million in its endowment and more than $21 million in total assets.  This large pool of money means the Community Foundation can access better managers and pay lower fees; thereby obtaining better investment returns.   

The money working hard in the Community Foundation’s 150 plus endowments was entrusted to the Foundation by more than 5000 different individuals.   The donors who contributed to the endowments designated that the principal of their gifts never be spent.   The Community Foundation invests these contributions, and then a portion of the earnings is given to charitable projects each year. Thus, each donor’s gift does two things:  it helps bring money into the community through the Foundation’s investment program, and it keeps giving back to the community forever.  
That is the power of your Community Foundation.
